
Dark Revelations 

Part 5: Dark Revelations Carry With Them Counterfeit  

Signs, Wonders and Miracles 

 

 Light revelations carry with them signs, wonders and miracles AND dark revelations carry with them counterfeit 

signs, wonders and miracles. 

 

 On Light revelations that carry with them, signs, wonders and miracles, the Word tells us: 

 Acts 2:22 NIV—“. . . Jesus of Nazareth was a man accredited by God to you by MIRACLES, WONDERS AND SIGNS, which 

God did among you through Him, as you yourselves know.” 

 

 Acts 4:29-31 NIV—“’Now, LORD, consider their threats and enable your servants to speak your word with great 

boldness. 30 Stretch out your hand to HEAL AND PERFORM MIRACULOUS SIGNS AND WONDERS through the name of your holy 

servant Jesus.’ 31 After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And they were all filled with 

the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly.” 

 

 Hebrews 2:4 NIV— “God also testified to it by SIGNS, WONDERS AND VARIOUS MIRACLES, AND GIFTS of the Holy Spirit 

distributed according to His will.” 

 

 Mark 16-15-18 NLT—“And then He told them, ‘Go into all the world and preach the Good News to everyone. 16 

Anyone who believes and is baptized will be saved. But anyone who refuses to believe will be condemned. 17 These 

MIRACULOUS SIGNS WILL ACCOMPANY THOSE WHO BELIEVE: They will cast out demons in my name, and they will speak in new 

languages. 18 They will be able to handle snakes with safety, and if they drink anything poisonous, it won’t hurt 

them. They will be able to place their hands on the sick, and they will be healed.’” 

 

 On dark revelations with counterfeit signs, wonders and miracles the Word of God warns us:  

 2 Thessalonians 2:9-10--“The coming of the lawless one will be in accordance with the work of Satan displayed 

in all kinds of COUNTERFEIT MIRACLES, SIGNS AND WONDERS, 10 and in every sort of evil that deceives those who are 

perishing. They perish because they refused to love the truth and so be saved.” 

 The NASB reads: “. . . That is, the one whose coming is in accord with the activity of Satan, with all power and 

signs and false wonders, 10 and with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish, because they did not 

receive the love of the truth so as to be saved.” 



 And the Amplified Bible reads: “The coming [of the lawless one, the antichrist] is through the activity and 

working of Satan and will be attended by great power and with all sorts of [pretended] miracles and signs and 

delusive marvels--[all of them] lying wonders— 10And by unlimited seduction to evil and with all wicked deception 

for those who are perishing (going to perdition) because they did not welcome the Truth but refused to love it that 

they might be saved.” 

 

 It’s one thing to listen to a dark revelation—it’s another thing to see it be accredited by great power and with 

signs and false wonders! 

 

 

Part 6: Dark Revelations Will Release An Increase of  

Dark Angel Activity 

 Light revelations will release an Increase of Light or Heavens angel activity while dark revelations will release an 

increase of dark or hells angel (demon) activity. 

 We are going to see an increase of angelic activity-both of Heaven and Hell. The dark will appear good and 

appear to do good!  “. . . For Satan himself masquerades as an angel of light,” (2 Corinthians 11:14) or disguises 

himself as an angel of light.  The original Greek translation says that satan transforms himself as an angel of light!  

He has the ability to change in form and appearance. 

 This is the case of demons, too.  Many of us have seen demons and they are disgusting.  We forget, however, 

that some have been given the ability to appear beautiful and appear to do good!  You don’t believe it?  Hang 

around, you will. 

 I was talking to a woman once who was letting her daughter buy the newest vampire movie and she said, “You 

know, they’re vampires, but they’re good and doing good in the movie.  I’m so glad they *the movie industry+ are 

finally taking away the bad image of vampires.”   

 I’m thinking to myself as she is talking—how can anyone think this way? Vampires are now good!  Oh, and 

aliens (demons manifesting) are good, too!  (Sorry, I’m being a little sarcastic and facetious.)   

 I don’t have time or space to get into a teaching on angels, but every Christian needs to study the Word of God 

in this area in order to know what angels are sent to do, how we can know the good from the evil and how we are 

to interact with them. 

 The topic of angels and angel occurrences have caused quite a stir over the last 20 years or so—to the point of 

angel worship.  But, Colossians 2:18-19 warns us—“Do not let anyone who delights in false humility and the 

worship of angels disqualify you for the prize. Such a person goes into great detail about what he has seen, and his 

unspiritual mind puffs him up with idle notions. 19 He has lost connection with the Head, . . .” 



 

On the other hand, however, if we are not careful, we will throw the baby out with the bath water and resist true 

encounters with angels from Heaven.  In other words, if a stranger shows up in our midst--we may resist for fear of 

suspicion and protection.  But the Bible is clear, “Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by this some 

have entertained angels without knowing it,” (Hebrews 13:2 NASB).  And, “Are not all angels ministering spirits sent 

to serve those who will inherit salvation?” (Hebrews 1:14). 

 We are experiencing a tremendous increase in angel activity in these Last Days—both Heaven and hell are 

getting ready for the final Harvest and the finale of the Revelation of Jesus Christ! Therefore, Christians must test 

the spirits to see whether or not they are from God. Testing is not just in relationship to false prophets and 

teachers, but it can also be in relationship to angels. 1 John 4:1-3 tells us: “Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, 

but test the spirits to see whether they are from God, because many false prophets have gone out into the world. 2 

This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: Every spirit that acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the 

flesh is from God, 3 but every spirit that does not acknowledge Jesus is not from God. This is the spirit of the 

antichrist, which you have heard is coming and even now is already in the world.” 

 1 Corinthians 12:3 tells us further how to test the spirits: “Therefore I tell you that no one who is speaking by 

the Spirit of God says, “Jesus be cursed,” and no one can say, “Jesus is LORD,” except by the Holy Spirit.” 

 Don’t be fooled by the physical appearance of an angel or that the angel seems to do something good. Test 

him!
